Summary
Sound Data Management Training (SoDaMaT) is an eight-month project to create and evaluate discipline-specific data management training material for digital music and audio research.
During the JISC-funded Sustainable Management of Digital Music Research Data (SMDMRD) project, a survey on data management practices among researchers and students at the Centre for Digital Music (C4DM), showed very low awareness of the importance of research data management as part of the research workflow. Through our links with other groups via the EPSRC -funded Sound Software project (see Collaborations section), we have good reason to believe the situation is similar in many other music and audio research groups. This points to a need for data management training, with a focus on promoting the benefits of research data management, ideally from the early stages of a researcher's career. 
A wealth of material for training researchers in data management has been produced by previous JISC-funded projects such as Incremental and those in the RDMTrain programme. The Research Data Management Skills Support Initiative (DaMSSI) collected and compared the results from discipline-specific data management training projects in the RDMTrain programme and, in its final report, came to the conclusion that "a discipline-specific approach is more likely to engage students - in many cases principles are the same across disciplines but are more interesting to students if these principles can be seen in the students' own context".
To this end, SoDaMaT will develop discipline-specific research data management training materials for postgraduate research students, researchers and academics working in the area of digital music and audio research.
Objectives
We will :

· review existing open-access data management training materials;

· adopt best-in-class materials based on the review process; 

· develop additional materials to cover areas of discipline-specific interest (e.g. music copyright);

· augment the materials with discipline-specific examples;

· map the materials to the Vitae Researcher Development Framework using the Vitae Information Literacy Lens;

· develop training modules using the materials;
· test and review the modules through postgraduate courses, workshops, and tutorials;

· and work with partners to ensure the long-term sustainability and generalisation of the project's results to other similar disciplines.
Anticipated Outputs and Outcomes
The primary outputs of the project will be:

· an online resource providing access to data management training materials for self-guided study;

· course modules targeted at MSc, MPhil and PhD research students;

· course modules targeted at post-doctoral researchers and academics.

Course materials will be released under a creative-commons license via Jorum.
Additional outcomes will be published through the project blog and wiki, including: the review of existing data management training materials; mapping the training to the Vitae RDF; and evaluation of the new training materials.

The project will also provide input to institutional research data management training development.
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
